Submission Rules:

e Each student may submit a maximum of 6 entries total in any medium.

e Submitted work/s must be properly identified with student name, medium, title, price/NFS.

e Avoid submitting works copied from non-original sources such as posters, ads, Al generated images,
etc., unless modified as part of the concept or assignment.

e Submissions must be received no later than Wednesday, March 28. The show will be juried March 29
— 30 and notification of acceptances will be no later than Wednesday, April 2.
Check your FM email!

Accepted Works:

e Accepted work must be properly identified, as above.
e Accepted artwork/s must be made available for installation/display no later than April 10.
e Accepted 2-D work/s should be ready to hang, but they do not necessarily need to be framed.
» Accepted works on paper should be matted
(large sized works on paper may be negotiable).
» Accepted paintings or framed works must be ready to hang,
including wire and/or appropriate hanging hardware.
e Bases will be provided for accepted sculptural works unless the sculptural piece needs a special base.
Specialized bases need to be provided by the student.
